Auckland Junior Championships 
 
The Auckland Junior Champs was one of our best ever.  
 
With over 90 swimmers 12 years and under qualified, 
NSS collected 18 gold, 17 Silver and 23 Bronze.  
 
Overall in Auckland we placed a very close 2nd. This is 
a fantastic result particularly as we do not push our 
young swimmers as we want them to enjoy their 
swimming to retain the most talent for our youth and 
eventually senior programme, 13 years and over.  
 
From the weekend of racing we had 52 Swimmers 
qualify for the NZ Junior Champs (a full list of this follows 
towards the end of the newsletter) which will be held in 
Feb 2006. This is the largest number ever by any swim 
club in the history of NZ Swimming and we have 3 
months left to go.  
 
Further swimmers also qualified for the Division 2 
Championships which now brings our total to 20 
swimmers attending the competition next March.

every member of the club should be well aware of our 
results and I feel that all swimmers are proud to be part 
of NSS. I believe this is the ultimate achievement, a 
base which will secure success for ‘Team NSS 2006’ 
and many more years to come. 
 
Summer holidays – Tips for training 
While some of our swimmers have to train right through 
the holiday season all of our age group swimmers can 
enjoy some nice days with family and friends at 
beaches, baches and BBQs. Here are some ideas for all 
of you on how to enjoy your holidays but still remain fit 
and focused. After all we will work hard again once we 
all come back after 
New Year and believe 
me; it is much easier 
to continue the 
training if one hasn’t 
lost too much fitness. 
 
What to do? 
It is not difficult to 
keep kids fit. Their 
natural growth 
process helps this 
and the constant over 
flow of energy makes 
them run, play, swim, 
bike, surf etc. Kids are

they come back to training they are as fit as they were 
before. Sometimes the kids have grown because the 
body uses the relatively quiet (resting) time to attend to 
certain growth needs like: length-growth, muscle-growth, 
or modelling the body into its final shape (teenagers). 
 
We (the coaches) only worry about the feel for the water. 
This special feeling takes an enormous amount of our 
training time and we do not like to lose it. Therefore it is 
advisable that all swimmers do some proper swimming 
during the holidays, it will make our work much easier 
once we start the New Year.

Seniors & High Performance  
 
The last month has been fruitful and positive, with some 
excellent swimming at the Skins meet in Sydney (50m) 
and then the World cup (25m) events (see the results 
above).    
 
The seniors are pointing towards the Commonwealth 
Trials (Dec 6-10) and hope that as many as possible of 
our club will come out to Henderson to support them on 
all the night, particularly on the big Club-Night on the first 
Tuesday.   Wear something blue and gold and show up 
our section of the crowd!! We hope to have the dominant 

numbers in the NZ team which will be announced on the 
10th and 11th of December. 
 
Following the trials the swimmers will prepare for and 
swim some of the Auckland Champs and then turn 
towards the preparation for the Commonwealth Games 
in March.  This year those who are preparing for the 
Games will only take off Christmas Day, Boxing Day and 
New Years Day. This is essential in order to match the 
tough international field expected in Melbourne.  Every 
day now we watch the results of the Canadians, South 
Africans, English and of course the Aussies. The NZ 
Rugby and League teams have shown us what is 
possible and soon it will be our turn to show New 
Zealand and the world, what we can do.

The preparation towards success internationally requires 
many years of work (and enjoyment) in swimming. Here 
are two of our top swimmers in profile. More will come 
with next month’s edition of Streamline. 
 
Dean Kent  came here as an 18 year old and 7th in the 
country in his event, the 400 medley. He was not an age 
group champion but is now our most successful 
swimmer, 27 years young and still setting NZ records 
and leading the way in the top swim program in the 
country. Dean is a double Olympian and is presently 8th 
ranked in the world in the 200Medley. He is a World Cup 
champion and a contender for gold at the 
Commonwealth Games.  Dean has taken some time off 
from his accounting studies; he is sponsored by Nike 
and regularly writes for the VO2Max magazine.  He has 
a Millennium Scholarship and is committed through to 
the Beijing Olympics and being one of the very few triple 
Olympians in NZ. 
 
Scott Talbot-Cameron  is our longest serving NSS team 
member.  He has been a member since he was 8 years 
old – an NSS Dolphin.  Scott has swum for 15 years with 
the club and has competed for NSS at Auckland and 
NZ Junior Champs, Division 2 and NZ Age Group 
champs.  He has won at Australian Age Group champs 
and is a National Champion and record holder. Scott is 
one of our top internationals and a double Olympian. He 
is an NSS success story. Scott is studying economics 
and Psychology at Massey University on a Prime 
Ministers Scholarship, has a Millennium 
Institute Scholarship and regularly writes for the 
VO2Max magazine. Scott’s highlights include being the 
NZ Overall Team Captain at the World University Games 
in Korea and in leading the medley relay team to an 8th 
position at the recent world Champs.  After his training 



sessions, Scott (with his coaching partner Chris Hotchin) 
coaches our Kingfish Millennium and loves it.
